Two words that
summarize 2024 for HAF:
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From our staff to programs to fundraising, we
grew in unexpected ways.

We capped out 2024 with 24 full time staff! We
brought on EIGHT new staff members to further
our education and advocacy efforts, philanthropic
outreach, and internal operations.

What this means for YOU in 2025 is MORE of
everything! More resources on Hindu Dharmas,
from animated videos to podcasts to informative
(and amusing) series like What’s in a Word?
More community programming such as Dharma
Ambassadors and unique galas like Hindu
WhoDunnit. It also means a NEW Legal Justice
Center to help when you need to advocate for
your children’s rights at school or your own in
the workplace.

What this meant for us in 2024 was a lot of
interviewing to find the right fits! One thing that
many interviewees expressed was an admiration
for the longevity of our staff. Our longest serving
staff member - no, it’s not me - has been with HAF
for 17 years! And many are reaching 3, 5, and 10
year anniversaries.

Why do | mention this? Because it’s demonstrative

of the organization we are - one that cares about our
team’s wellbeing, holds true to our Dharmic Guiding

Principles, and does good. Our staff includes
Hindus and non-Hindus, and we are connected by
utsah, or passion for HAF’s mission.

This utsah comes through in all of our work. You
can feel it at our galas and webinars. I’'ve been told
by long time supporters that one reason they keep
giving to HAF is not only because of our good work,
but because they genuinely LIKE us as people!

In an increasingly polarized world, where facts

are often irrelevant and nuance is lost or seen as
weakness, we remain steadfast in our commitment
to dharma. What we say or do is rooted in

satya, or truth. It is thoughtful, composed, and
professional. We don’t always have the flashiest
headlines (much to the chagrin of our marketing
team) nor do we share all the work we do behind the
scenes (quiet diplomacy is often the most effective).
It is viveka, or discernment, that helps us determine
what we will or will not say or do.

Finally, I'd like to thank all of you who contributed
in 2024, allowing our revenue to keep pace with
our growth. We had a record year of support,
positioning us well to become a $5 million
organization in the next two to three years.
